5 Saving Tricks for Kids 

Trick #1: Decorate a savings jar with your child using fun items you find around the house.   

Trick #2: Set a saving goal and encourage your child to put their coins in their new savings jar. 
Or ask your child what is something they would like to save their money for. 

Trick #3: Teach your child to save first, not last! 

Trick #4:  Create a money diary that your child can keep track of the items that they spent their 
money on. Have a conversation with your child to see if they would have rather saved some of 
the money they spent and put it towards their saving goal. 

Trick #5: Talk to your child about being a smart shopper and watch for sales. Tell them they can 
save more money if they wait for the items they want to go on sale.
